The pavilion does not offer reservations
and is available for use to all members
of the general public, please use
courtesy and consideration for others. 
Pavilion has standard and ADA-
compliant picnic tables.
There are 3.75 miles of walking and
hiking trails.
Snyder County does not permit
swimming in the lake.
Horses are not permitted on the disc
golf course or under the pavilion.
